| C augar 6 tsp powdered sugar

Y tbsp vanilla sugar (sold at Cost Plus Market,
or can substitute with 1 tsp extract

2 eggs

2 cupsplain flour

2 tsp baking powder

Lemon extract (to taste)

Lemon juice (to taste)

Beat the margarine, sugar, vanilla sugar and eggs until frothy. Combine flour with baking powder
and add to the margariregyg mixture. Season with lemon extract to desired tastéhdateoven to
390 F. Line a cookie sheet with baking parchment. Drop by tablespoonfuls onto cookie sheet, 2
inch apart. They will double in size during baking. Bake forl53min until light brown (do not
overbake!). Meanwhile combine the confectioner's sugar and the lemon juice to make the frosting.

Brush on the frosting while they are warm.
