Al-

though no two outfits were alike, and 

colors rioted across the front pavilion 

with individual expression, the single, 

long line across the front pavilion 

summed up the day loud and clear:

From the Principalõs Desk

Since the theme for this month is 

―Math,‖ I thought I would talk a little bit 

about our future math curricula, which 

will be adopted in the fall of 2010. 

A district committee with teacher and 

administrator representatives from 

every elementary school continues its 

task to select this new math curricu-

lum. Last year, the K-5 Math Adoption 

Committee focused its work on re-

search and best practice. This year, the 

committee will apply this research and 

best practice to a review of currently 

published K-5 Mathematics programs. 

Redmond Elementary is well-

represented on this committee by two 

teachers, Denise Gross and Marguerite 

Moskat. They have already begun the 

review process of ten different curric-

ula, including those reviewed by OSPI 

in 2008 with their subsequent updates. 

The committee has developed an 

evaluation rubric, which is based on 

the five strands of mathematical profi-

ciency taken from the National Re-

search Council‘s Adding It Up. Adding 

it Up explores how students in pre-K 

through 8th grade learn mathematics 

and recommends how teaching, curric-

ula, and teacher education should 

change to improve mathematics learn-

ing during these critical years. The 

five strands of mathematical profi-

ciency are:  

1. conceptual understanding: compre-

hension of mathematical concepts, 

operations, and relations;  

2. procedural fluency: the skill in car-

rying out procedures flexibly, accu-

rately, efficiently, and appropriately;  

3. strategic competence: the ability to 

formulate, represent, and solve 

mathematical problems;  

4. adaptive reasoning: the capacity for 

logical thought, reflection, explana-

tion, and justification;  

5. productive disposition: the habitual 

inclination to see mathematics as 

sensible, useful, and worthwhile, 

coupled with a belief in diligence 

and one‘s own efficacy.  

These strands do not function as inde-

pendent features, but stand for differ-

ent parts of a whole. 

Committee members apply this rubric to 

all curriculum choices under considera-

tion. The committee‘s curriculum re-

view process and data collection will be 

used in conjunction with the 2008 OSPI 

Instructional Materials Review Report. 

In January 2010, the committee will 

seek parent input on at least four dif-

ferent curricula through evening meet-

ings for parents in each learning com-

munity. Parents will be able to talk to 

the teachers on the Adoption Commit-

tee, review the curricula the Commit-

tee is considering, and offer input on 

these materials. The curricula that will 

be up for parent review and input will 

include the two curricula which were 

recommended in both the OSPI Janu-

ary 2009 Recommendations and the 

State Board of Education October 

2008 Review of Recommendations. 

These two programs are: ―Math Con-

nects‖ and ―Math Expressions.‖ The 

Math Adoption Committee will then 

review the parent forms and incorpo-

rate the feedback into its discussions 

before moving toward finalist recom-

mendations. 

LWSD as a whole and we at Redmond 

Elementary are doing everything we 

can to ensure that your children will 

become proficient in math using 

curricula that is both challenging and 

rewarding. I hope that you will be able 

to attend our learning community‘s 

parent meeting. Please look for com-

munications regarding these meetings 

from our school and on the district 

website. If you would like to learn

What Can Parents and Caregivers Do 

To Help Children Learn Mathematics? 

(from the National Research Council) 

¶ Have high expectations. Children‘s 

math achievement is shaped – and 

limited-by what is expected of them. 

¶ Expect some confusion to be part of 

the learning process but emphasize 

that effort, not ability is what counts. 

¶ Math is understandable and can be 

figured out. 

¶ Avoid conveying negative attitudes 

toward math. Never tell children to 

not worry about a certain kind of 

math because it will never be used. 

¶ Ask your child what he or she did in 

math class. Ask him or her to give 

details and to explain. 

¶ Expect your child‘s homework to 

include more than simple computa-

tion worksheets. 

¶ Give your child meaningful prob-

lems that use numbers or shapes 

while you are going about everyday 

life. Ask your child to explain what 

he or she did. 

¶ Be an advocate for the theme of 

math proficiency in textbooks, as-

sessments and instruction. 

¶ Advocate allocating and using a 

regular time each school day for 

instruction to develop math profi-

ciency.

There is a 

Students Raise Money for UNICEF

What could you do with $1189.19 to 

help kids in the world? Well, the kids 

in Mrs. Moskat‘s, Mrs. Burton‘s, and 

Mrs. Redman‘s classrooms know! For 

just $.06, they can provide clean water 

for a thirsty child. Did you know that 

every day 4,200 children in the world 

die from dehydration? With $.10, they 

can buy three vitamin A capsules to 

protect a child against blindness. A 

sterile dressing for a child‘s wound 

costs $.72 and $1.00 will provide polio 

vaccine for four children. One hungry 

child can have good nutrition for 

$2.00. $4.99 will provide 100 water 

purification tablets to purify 22 gallons 

of water. A first aid kit can be pur-

chased for $24.33. $44.00 provides 

school supplies for twenty kids. 

$112.00 provides emergency blankets 

to 37 kids. For $150 a hand pump and 

pipes for a well can be bought that will 

serve 250 people. And $200 immu-

nizes 550 kids against measles. 

Sharpen up those pencils and let the 

math begin! $1103.04 is going to 

make a big difference to a lot of chil-

dren in this world. 

That was the amount of money raised 

for UNICEF by these three classes that 

participated in the annual Trick-or-

Treat for UNICEF program on Hallow-

een. Each child took the traditional or-

ange UNICEF box with them, and in 

addition to asking for treats, they asked 

for a contribution to help the children 

of the world. Armed with numbers and 

statistics, they were very convincing! 

A dozen children in a city in India 

have no school to attend. $1.86 will 

provide a basic education kit for each 

child. A health center in a village in 

Ghana is in desperate need of supplies 

– sterile dressings, immunizations, and 

first aid kits can be on their way. 

While we can‘t hope to solve all the 

problems and hurt in the world, these 

kids learned in a very real way that 

they can certainly do something. Kids 

helping kids – it is powerful and em-

powering concept.

Ayúdele a su estudiante 

a comprender sus errores en los 

trabajos de la escuela, pregúntele 

porqué no entendieron el problema 

que resolvieron incorrectamente. Y 

quizás lo más importante, asegúrese de 

que su propia actitud hacia las 

matemáticas es positiva. Todos 

podemos ser buenos para las 

matemáticas, y ser bueno para las 

matemáticas es motivo de orgullo, no 

significa que somos ―nerds‖. 

Hoy en día uso las matemáticas de la 

manera que la mayoría de los adultos 

hacemos – revisando mis estados de 

cuenta, entendiendo artículos en el 

periódico, cocinando, en transacciones 

monetarias, etc., pero también uso las 

matemáticas en mi profesión. En 

Microsoft, trabajo con aplicaciones 

que usan técnicas estadísticas a fin de 

analizar los documentos que la gente 

escribe (tal como este).

2. Habilidad de procedimientos: la 

habilidad en el uso de procedimien-

tos con flexibilidad, exactitud, efi-

ciencia y propiedad; 

3. Competencia estratégica: la habili-

dad de formular, representar y re-

solver problemas matemáticos; 

4. Razonamiento adaptivo: la capaci-

dad de pensamiento lógico, re-

flexión, explicación, y justificación;  

5. Disposición productiva: la tendencia 

a ver las matemáticas como necesa-

rias, útiles y dignas de esfuerzo, 

junto con la confianza en la propia 

eficacia y en el trabajo diligente.

There are a lot of ways to help your 

student practice and become better at 

math. Talk about math whenever it 

comes up in everyday life: making 

change at the grocery store, for 

example, or measuring ingredients 

when cooking. Look for opportunities 

to ask your child ―How many?”, 

“How much?”, or “How far?” 

Practice math together: do times tables 

with a deck of cards or play computer 

games like Math Blaster. Help your 

child analyze mistakes on work 

they‘ve done at school: why didn‘t 

they understand the homework 

problem they got wrong? And perhaps 

most importantly, make sure that you 

always have a positive attitude about

BF (Before Kids), I worked at Swed-

ish Hospital as a Child Life Specialist. 

My job was supporting children and 

families in the hospital setting. I did 

anything from teaching patients and 

their families about the events prior to 

an upcoming surgery, working with 

bone marrow transplant patients, or 

helping out families in general pediat-

rics. I held hands—children‘s and par-

ent‘s, I played games and, if they were 

hospitalized for a long time, I did my 

best to make life as normal as possible 

for the child in the hospital setting. 

I was an advocate. I was someone the 

families could trust-- I told the truth 

even if it hurt. 

When I was asked to help out Red-

mond El, I saw it as another advocate 

position. I also felt that if people saw 

leadership, they would back that 

leader. In fact, that is what has hap-

pened! Parents, grandparents and gen-

eral community members are answer-

ing our calls for help so much that our 

volunteer hours were up in September 

by 50 hours compared to last year at 

this time!

Third Graders Demonstrate Relationship 

Between Math and Architecture 

By Kacie Heitlauf 

For the month of October, Mrs. Gross 

and Ms. Heitlauf challenged their stu-

dents to think about how math is used 

in the construction of skyscrapers.  An 

optional project, thirteen students par-

ticipated, and Ms. Heitlauf and Mrs. 

Gross were amazed at both the hard 

work these students put into their pro-

jects and at the variety of ways they 

represented their information. 

Amber Blakney, Maya Fleming, 

D‘Andre Forbes, Jasmine Forrest, 

Srishreya Murugappan, Andrea 

Orozpe, Justin Quan, Elliott Radovan, 

James Kocar-Oban, Buck Mostavi-

nassab, Leo Li, Caroline Shiflet, and 

Lilli Bunten all used the basic guide-

lines to take the project in a different 

direction.  Many model skyscrapers 

were made including The Smith 

Tower, which was made with popsicle 

sticks, and two Empire State Buildings 

constructed with Legos.  Another stu-

dent chose to create her ―dream sky-

scraper‖ using metallic poster-board 

and other commonly found products.   

One student even conducted a video 

interview with an architect.  Many of the 

students made presentation boards or a 

PowerPoint to share their information, 

and some students created fun games to 

quiz their fellow classmates about the 

information they had presented. 

Key mathematical concepts empha-

sized in the project included: 

¶ the heights and other important 

measurements of many well known 

skyscrapers 

¶ the composition of materials used to 

create skyscrapers represented in a 

pie chart 

¶ the financial cost associated with the 

construction and maintenance of 

skyscrapers 

¶ comparison of measurement data to 

look at skyscrapers across the world 

¶ geometry used in the construction of 

skyscrapers. 

This was a wonderful kick-off to the 

Third Grade Challenge Projects this 

year, and Ms. Heitlauf and Mrs. Gross 

are excited to see the results of  

November‘s challenge project, 

―Mathematics in Cooking.‖

5/6 Graders Learn About 

Number Systems 

By Cathy Redman 

Our class theme this year is Systems, 

and in Friday Enrichment Math we are 

learning about number systems. For 

thousands of years, people existed 

without the need for numbers or num-

ber symbols. They were wanderers and 

gathers and their only concept of num-

bers was limited to the concepts of 

greater than, less than, and equal to. 

As people began to develop agricul-

ture and raise animals, they needed to 

keep track of their possessions. At first 

they counted on their fingers or made 

simple tally marks. The tally system 

was probably developed as civilization 

developed a need to be able to answer 

the question ―how many?‖ In time, 

however, as they began to trade and 

lived in larger groups, they needed 

more formalized number systems to 

keep track of their transactions. 

They gradually developed symbols for 

numbers and then systems of numera-

tion that included rules for using these 

symbols. The earliest systems had only 

a few symbols and used the repetition of 

those symbols to denote larger numbers. 

Later systems used more symbols and 

developed more sophisticated systems 

for using the symbols to denote num-

bers. Some of these systems are still in 

use today, but many of the early systems 

have been discarded because they were 

not convenient for representing larger 

number or for use with computing. 

So far, we have learned about primi-

tive tally systems, Egyptian, Babylo-

nian, Roman, and Greek number sys-

tems. In the weeks ahead, we will in-

vestigate Hindu-Arabic numerals, the 

decimal system, Mayan numbers, and 

quinary and binary systems. By study-

ing these other number systems and 

their underlying principals, we are 

gaining an increased appreciation of 

our own number system.

Tandem Calendar Assists with Communication 

by Anja Rettig, Webmaster 

Redmond Elementary is using the 

Tandem Online calendar as a way of 

communicating with parents about 

events taking place here at school. The 

tandem calendar is an accurate place to 

look for all school events. The calen-

dar can be found on our school Web 

site here: http://www.lwsd.org/school/

redmond/Pages/default.aspx. 

The Tandem calendar can be used 

without signing in or setting up an 

account. However, there are benefits 

to signing up for an account: 

¶ You will have the ability to track 

events in your Outlook, iCal, Google 

or Cozi Calendar. 

¶ You will receive notifications via e-

mail if events you are tracking are 

modified or cancelled. 

¶ Filters are saved so that each time 

that you log-in, you will see only 

those events that you have re-

quested. 

¶ Registered users can receive RSS 

feeds about events or groups that 

they are currently tracking. 

To sign-up for an account, go to the 

calendar, then select ―Sign In‖ at the 

top right-hand corner of the Webpage. 

At the bottom of the sign-in page, you 

will see an option to sign up for an 

account. Click on the words ―Sign Up‖ 

to be directed to the sign-up page. You 

will be asked for the following infor-

mation: e-mail address, first name, and 

last name. You will also be asked a 

simple security question. 

Once you have signed up for an ac-

count, you will see the LWSD Calen-

dar again. At the top of the page, you 

will now have an option that says ―My 

Tandem,‖ with a house icon. Select 

that option to be taken to your ―My 

Tandem‖ Account Preferences page. 

On the left side of the page, you can 

select one of the following options: 

¶ My Tracked Groups – allows you to 

select groups that you would like to 

track using the Tandem calendar. 

¶ Tracked Events – allows you to see 

which event types that you are track-

ing. 

¶ Yearly Calendars – allows you to 

add a school to track their yearly 

calendar. 

Select the groups that you would like 

to track so that the next time that you 

view your calendar, it will filter ac-

cordingly.
