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Redmond Elementary PTSA is proud 

to once again sponsor the Passport 

Club©  program at Redmond Elemen-

tary!  This program started in 2007 

with the participation of all students 

from grades 1 to 6.  It was a big suc-

cess, with an average of 88.2% of par-

ticipants earning a Level Certificate. 

Did you know that since the 1950s the 

number of countries in the world has 

more than doubled?  Is it any wonder 

that all of us—parents, students and 

teachers—are scrambling to keep up?  

Because of this, teachers have a diffi-

cult time finding updated geographic 

material that is fun and accurate.  The 

Passport Club©  is updated every year, 

and the individualized, sequential, year

-long program not only enhances any 

other geography study a teacher 

chooses, it gets students excited about 

geography by allowing to find and 

then explore different geographical 

locations. 

Not only does the Passport Club©  

encourage exploration and discovery, 

it reinforces important geographical 

knowledge with every year of partici-

pation.  For example, if a student com-

pletes LEVEL ONE in first grade and 

begins LEVEL TWO in second grade, 

half the locations learned will be new, 

and half will be a review of locations 

learned the previous year.  Going from 

LEVEL TWO to LEVEL THREE 

means that 2/3 of the locations learned 

will be a review of the previous year 

and 1/3 will be new locations. 

For the most advanced students, 

LEVEL FOUR includes all the coun-

tries in the world and there is the op-

tional U.S.A. Special Itinerary for ex-

tra challenge.  Starting in the 2009/10 

school year, LEVEL FIVE will be 

open-ended enough to challenge stu-

dents for several years.  A child who 

participates in the program throughout 

elementary school should enter middle 

school highly confident about their 

geographic knowledge. The Passport 

Club© is not only for the kids, though: 

many parents have said that their own 

geographic knowledge has been en-

hanced simply by helping their own 

children to study.  As well, parents 

who help out with the program--

whether it be cutting stamps for the 

students’ “passports,” checking stu-

dents’ knowledge on “Passport Check 

Day” or blogging Red the Bear’s trav-

els—have the unique satisfaction of 

being direct participants in our stu-

dents’ learning experience. 

The first “Passport Check Day” of the 

2008/09 school year will be October 3.

Grants Play a Key Role in Fundraising

The Redmond Elementary PTSA has 

set an aggressive budget of over 

$66,000 of spending on enrichment 

and school services programs for the 

2008-2009 school year.  While we do 

have fundraising activities, donations 

from the community, and employer 

matching to help raise these funds, 

Redmond Elementary is a school that 

benefits greatly from grants. 

Some PTSA’s in the Lake Washington 

School District able to raise more than 

$120,000.00 a year through community 

fundraisers and/or donations.  Other 

schools, like Redmond El, cannot raise 

even half that amount because of our 

demographics.    However, those same 

demographics make our school per-

fectly aligned to become the recipient 

of grants.  In the past few years, the 

PTSA has made a concerted effort to 

identify and apply for many key grants 

to augment our fundraising activities 

and/or help to start new long term or 

one-off programs. 

Grants often take into consideration 

the needs of the community in which 

the school is located and the number 

of families in need.  With nearly 40% 

of our population receiving free lunch 

(families living in the poverty level) 

and the high numbers of English Lan-

guage Learners, we meet many of the 

criteria for a school  that needs extra 

support in raising funds through 

grants.  Last year we received over 

$7,000.00 worth of grants from the 

Lake Washington Schools Founda-

tions.  These grants included 

$1,500.00 to fund an author visit, 

$1,200.00 for a Special Education as-

sessment program, and $1,500.00 for a 

literacy program for grades K-3.  Last 

year we also received a grant from the 

state that affords us a math specialist 

to work with the staff for two years.  

This Helping Corps Grant also funded 

a three day workshop for over half the 

staff last June and is valued at over 

$110,000.00.  We also received an 

Arts Grant from ArtsEd Washington 

for $800.00, which the school used to 

help pay for an art specialist to work 

with the staff. 

Grant writing is a very important part 

of the financial support of extra pro-

grams and services for Redmond Ele-

mentary, and we have had a great suc-

cess rate of winning nearly every grant 

that we’ve applied for.  We are always 

looking for members of our commu-

nity interested in helping us identify, 

write and/or spear head our grant ef-

forts.   Please contact Laura English at 

president@redmondelptsa.org to lend 

a hand or give us some ideas.
