Some important reminders for everyone: 

 Crossing students - Please set a good example and use the designated crosswalks with your child:

Goodbye Salmon - 6th Grade Salmon Release 

On April 16 Redmond Elementary 6th Graders continued a 17 year tradition; re-

leasing salmon fry into Mackey Creek, located in Farrel-McWhirter Park.  This 

year they released 289 salmon.  The release culminates a project that begins each 

fall when the children learn about the salmon life cycle and fertilize the salmon 

eggs from the Issaquah Salmon Hatchery.  The aquarium is located in the hallway 

of Wing B, allowing students throughout the school to observe the eggs develop 

eyes, hatch, and gradually become recognizable as fish.   In January the 6th grad-

ers and lunch buddies take turns in small groups to test the water, clean the tank, 

& learn about feeding the fry.
