 things about your child's life at home, personality, problems, 

habits, and hobbies you feel it's important for the teacher to 

know  

 your questions or concerns about the school's programs 

 questions about your child's progress and areas where they need 

more effort 

 how you and the school can work together to help your child 

what you can do to help your child be more successful 

Please make sure you go over the entire report card with your child.  Have them tell you what 

they could do to improve any grades that are below standard or talk about behaviors that 

may be standing in the way of their being successful.  Set some goals for the next month or 

two and maybe make a chart to chart the goals such as making sure homework is all finished, 

or reading every night. 

There is nothing more powerful than parents and teachers working together for the good 

of a child.
