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Class sizes will stay the same!  No teachers in Lake Washington will be 

RIFFED.  On Monday night, Dr. Chip Kimball, our superintendent, 

presented a budget to the Lake Washington School Board which cut 

7.7 million dollars from our budget.  Cuts were deep and will affect all 

aspects of our school district including transportation, athletics, 

district administrative costs etc.  By making cuts in areas other than 

class sizes and teachers supporting student learning, the district is 

not having to RIF any teachers and our staffing will be decided in the 

same way that it was last year.

Some of the cuts that we will feel specifically at Redmond Elementary will be: 

 Loss of one stipend (this year it paid for our after school choir programs) 

 5% cut in building budget here at Redmond (this is across the district in every school).  

This is going to be very difficult as our budget is very tight as it is. 

 75% cut in building staff development dollars funded through I-728 monies (cut by the 

state) an almost $5,000.00 cut for Redmond Elementary. 

 Cut in stipends for ―Teacher Leaders‖ in math, literacy, technology, and science.  These 

teachers had leadership roles at Redmond Elementary. 

Considering all the cuts both at the state and local levels, I feel that Dr. Kimball and his 

team, with input from the staff and community did a great job at making cuts that, while 

they will be difficult, will have the least impact on the learning environment of our students.
