Can be done from Home: 

 Cutting stamps for children’s passports  (4 hours total, spaced over 3+ months. At home) 

 Data entry (excel or by hand) of students’ monthly levels (6-7 hours, 2 times per year, January and/or 
early May. At home) 

Requires a One-time or Occasional commitment: 

 Passport  Check Day. Work with students and stamp their passports. From 9:00-10:50 am on a 
Friday. At school. Please check all dates you would like to help:

 Be a cultural ambassador! Talk to your child’s classmates about your heritage or your home country, 
or make a display or a slideshow about your country. 

Requires ongoing help throughout the year: 

 Help setting up signs and maintaining Passport Club displays at school. It takes about 1 hour per 
month 

 Passport Re-checks. Help teachers re-check students that missed Check Day. Volunteers commit to 
help 1 hour per month, 6 times per year, at a date/time mutually convenient for you and your teacher.
